Emmaõs House ð Transitional Home for Women  
òEvery Woman Deserves a Safe Place to Liveó 

 

City of Refuge Christian Church is in the process of 
transforming a donated home into a transitional 
housing shelter for women.  The shelter will serve 
women, primarily who are transitioning from jail 
or prison, and have nowhere else to go.   Emmaõs 
House will accept women from Lake, Porter and 
surrounding counties.  The goal is to connect the 
ladies with job searching tools and apparel, 
employment opportunities and financial literacy 
counseling.  Women will be able to reside at 
Emmaõs House for up to 18 months.  The end goal 
is to secure permanent, long term housing.     
 

Household items are needed to open Emmaõs 
House by the targeted date of May 15, 2017. We 
would appreciate donations of household items 
such as dishware, flatware, glasses, cups, 
curtains, pots, and pans. Also, bedroom items 
such as linens, comforters, and pillows are 
needed. Finally, bathroom items such as shower 
curtains and bathroom sets (earth tones) are 
requested.
