Let me know if memberships are in our congregation that we could 
use when we need to purchase soap. Last year we used 1800 bars of soap for this project. If we can 
buy soap for less than 50 cents, it is a good price. If the bars are less than 4 ounces, we must send 3 
bars in each kit. Otherwise, it is two 4 ounces bars that is needed.  
 
Also, Kohl dollars and coupons can be used to get great values on marked down baby clothing.
