At the end of this month, 13 of our students and 5 adult leaders will board a bus with friends 
and neighbors from Trinity Lutheran Church for a long (oh-so-long) drive to Houston, TX.  
There we will join with 30,000 of our closest personal friends, ELCA youth members and their 
adult leaders from all across our country, to worship (yes, we take Communion with 30,000), 
learn, play, and serve.  We will dance to Christian bands, listen to both youth and adult 
speakers, study the Bible, head out on a day of service, and grow together in the midst of the 
Texas summer.  It will be quite a memorable experience. 
 

For our youth (and their adults) there is no better chance to experience the breadth of the 
Lutheran Church, to witness first-hand that we are more, so much more, than just our individual 
congregations.  We will meet siblings from Alaska to Arizona, Montana to Maine, and discover 
they are just like us: liturgical, evangelical, singing God’s praises in different accents and 
emphases, loving Jesus and each other.  We will rediscover the things that unite us all across 
this nation: salvation by grace through faith alone, following Jesus into the world to love and 
serve our neighbor.  And we will rediscover the power of our hands serving God’s work: 30,000 
Lutherans going out to serve leaves a lasting mark. 
 

I remember when our Youth Gathering went to New Orleans right after Hurricane Katrina, one 
of my good friends helped coordinate one of the service opportunities for the 30,000 
participants.  She told me later that the entire city was talking about “those Lutheran kids” for 
months, even years, and when the Gathering returned 3 years later, the city was excited to have 
us back.  God works amazing things through us when we work together, and the Gathering is a 
chance to see that in action. 
 

As one of our adult leaders learning with and from our youth, thank you for your support that is 
sending us.  Thank you for your prayers, and for being part of the wider church.  God really 
does astonishing things through us, connected and working together with siblings around the 
world.
