A Note About Today’s Prelude:

Claude Balbastre was a French composer of the mid-18" century, and one of the
most famous musicians of his time. Of his many compositions for organ,
harpsichord, and fortepiano, one of his most well-known pieces is a suite of
Noéls, written for organ in 1770.

When performing this piece, I see each movement tell the story of the journey of
the Wise Men to Bethlehem. The first three movements - all in the key of D
minor — represent each of the Wise Men, and have a musical flavor of the
Middle East. The 4™ movement — in D major — depicts the presentation of their
gifts. The next movement (again in D minor) represents the angel’s dream to
Joseph, telling him to flee to Egypt to escape Herod’s wrath.

The final movement — in full heavy minor chords — depicts Herod’s slaughter of
Bethlehem’s innocents, while the final two measures — on a simple and quiet
flute stop — seems to represent the Holy Family’s quiet escape to Egypt.
