About this morningôs prelude: 
  
Johann Pachelbel (1653 ï 1706) was a German composer, organist, and teacher. He 
was largely responsible for bringing the music of the South German organ schools to 
new heights and attention, and his music enjoyed immense popularity during his 
lifetime. Today his best-known work is the Canon in D. 
His music incorporates a lucid, uncomplicated style that emphasizes both melodic 
and harmonic equality. 
 
His collection of chorale partitas with variations for the organ are based on the well-
known chorales of the Lutheran church. This morningôs prelude  incorporates one of 
those chorales: What God Ordains is Well Done (ELW # 776). 

 
Neighbors in Need of our help 

 

Christ Lutheran was contacted this week by United Way of Porter County to 
consider providing temporary housing and meals for a week to 9 adults and 7 
children who must vacate their apartment building on Union Street in Valparaiso 
because it has become inhabitable due to a sever infestation of bedbugs and 
cockroaches. We were told the fumigation and clearing out of the apartments can 
take about a month. Many of the residence are dependent on the V line to get to work 
and do not want to lose their jobs as well. 
 
Medial treatment and new clothing will be provided but these folks must leave every 
other possession behind. 
  
Fortunately, United Way was able to secure a hotel stay for the first week, 6 rooms, 
and are working on finding other hotels in the area for additional weeks. United Way 
does need help with funding to cover the $ 3,900 a week to make this possible.  
  
We were able to contribute $ 500  from our social ministry emergency response 
fund. 
  
These folks will be given breakfast at the hotel and lunches through area food 
pantries but dinners will need to be brought in. 
 
As a church, we would like to respond by proving a few meals to these 16 people 
during the evacuation period and to raise some money toward the hotel fees. 
 
Please contact Diana Iltzsche, social Ministry chair to help with food for dinners. 
 
Donations can be during Sunday offering or to the church office by August 12, make 
checks out to CLC.
